This is a Governing Body position statement regarding the future establishment of a Portland Academy.

· The Governing Body of St George’s Primary School has consistently supported the creation of an 11 – 19 Academy which will improve the educational opportunities for young people on Portland.

· However, the inclusion of the 3 primary schools to make a 4 – 19 Academy is unnecessary and inappropriate.

· We believe that through the adoption of Foundation Status we retain the best system for educating younger children by:

· Keeping control and decision making on the school’s future entirely local.

· Keeping existing links with partner schools in Portland and Weymouth, with Dorset Local Authority, and with the wider community.

· Building on the progress our school has made over the last 3 years.

· Maintaining a choice for parents as children begin school at 4+.

Whatever the outcome of the Academy plans, St George’s Primary School will continue to work with our educational partners on curriculum projects and transition issues in the future as we have in the past to ensure the very best education for all our children.
